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I. Acting in Ignorance of God is inexcusable

A. God is made known through creation

Romans 1:18-20

For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who by
their unrighteousness suppress the truth. For what can be known about God is plain to them, because God
has shown it to them. For his invisible attributes, namely, his eternal power and divine nature, have been
clearly perceived, ever since the creation of the world, in the things that have been made. So they are
without excuse.

B. God revealed himself to Israel
Nehemiah 9:13-14

You came down on Mount Sinai and spoke with them from heaven and gave them right rules and true
laws, good statutes and commandments, and you made known to them your holy Sabbath and
commanded them commandments and statutes and a law by Moses your servant.

Acting in Ignorance of God is linked to sin and rebellion

A. Among the Gentiles

Ephesians 4:18-19

They are darkened in their understanding, alienated from the life of God because of the ignorance that is
in them, due to their hardness of heart. They have become callous and have given themselves up to
sensuality, greedy to practice every kind of impurity.

B. In Israel
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Isaiah 1:2-3

Hear, O heavens, and give ear, O earth;
for the LORD has spoken:

“Children have | reared and brought up,
but they have rebelled against me.

The ox knows its owner,

and the donkey its master’s crib,

but Israel does not know,

my people do not understand.”

[11. Acting in Ignorance of God in the ministry of Jesus Christ

A. Among the religious leaders

John 8:13-19

So the Pharisees said to him, “You are bearing witness about yourself; your testimony is not true.” Jesus
answered, “Even if | do bear witness about myself, my testimony is true, for | know where | came from and
where | am going, but you do not know where | come from or where | am going. You judge according to
the flesh; | judge no one. Yet even if | do judge, my judgment is true, for it is not | alone who judge, but |
and the Father who sent me. In your Law it is written that the testimony of two people is true. | am the
one who bears witness about myself, and the Father who sent me bears witness about me.” They said to
him therefore, “Where is your Father?” Jesus answered, “You know neither me nor my Father. If you knew
me, you would know my Father also.”

B. Among his disciples
John 14:8-11

Philip said to him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it is enough for us.” Jesus said to him, “Have | been with
you so long, and you still do not know me, Philip? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How can you
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say, ‘Show us the Father’? Do you not believe that | am in the Father and the Father is in me? The words
that | say to you | do not speak on my own authority, but the Father who dwells in me does his works.
Believe me that | am in the Father and the Father is in me, or else believe on account of the works
themselves.

IV. God is not ignorant of human sin and motives
Genesis 6:5 (ESV)

V. Human ignorance of sin and the revelation of God

A. The fall brought knowledge of sin
Genesis 3:22

Then the LORD God said, “Behold, the man has become like one of us in knowing good and evil. Now, lest
he reach out his hand and take also of the tree of life and eat, and live forever—"

B. The OT law exposed the nature of sin

Romans 7:7
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What then shall we say? That the law is sin? By no means! Yet if it had not been for the law, | would not
have known sin. For | would not have known what it is to covet if the law had not said, “You shall not
covet.”

V1. Human ignorance does not excuse sin

A. By individuals
The law made provision for atonement of sins committed as a result of ignorance.
Leviticus 5:17-19 (ESV)

17“1f anyone sins, doing any of the things that by the LorRD’s commandments ought not to be done,
though he did not know it, then realizes his guilt, he shall bear his iniquity. 1 He shall bring to the priest a
ram without blemish out of the flock, or its equivalent, for a guilt offering, and the priest shall make
atonement for him for the mistake that he made unintentionally, and he shall be forgiven. ° It is a guilt
offering; he has indeed incurred guilt before the Lorp.”

B. By the nation

Leviticus 4:13-21 (ESV)

13 “If the whole congregation of Israel sins unintentionally and the thing is hidden from the eyes of the
assembly, and they do any one of the things that by the LorRD’s commandments ought not to be done, and
they realize their guilt, 1* when the sin which they have committed becomes known, the assembly shall
offer a bull from the herd for a sin offering and bring it in front of the tent of meeting. 1®> And the elders of
the congregation shall lay their hands on the head of the bull before the Lorp, and the bull shall be killed
before the Lorp. 1® Then the anointed priest shall bring some of the blood of the bull into the tent of
meeting, 17 and the priest shall dip his finger in the blood and sprinkle it seven times before the LorD in
front of the veil. 1 And he shall put some of the blood on the horns of the altar that is in the tent of
meeting before the LORD, and the rest of the blood he shall pour out at the base of the altar of burnt

offering that is at the entrance of the tent of meeting. 1° And all its fat he shall take from it and burn on the
altar. 22 Thus shall he do with the bull. As he did with the bull of the sin offering, so shall he do with this.
And the priest shall make atonement for them, and they shall be forgiven. 2* And he shall carry the bull
outside the camp and burn it up as he burned the first bull; it is the sin offering for the assembly.

C. By leaders
Leviticus 4:22-26

“When a leader sins, doing unintentionally any one of all the things that by the commandments of the
LORD his God ought not to be done, and realizes his guilt, or the sin which he has committed is made
known to him, he shall bring as his offering a goat, a male without blemish, and shall lay his hand on the
head of the goat and kill it in the place where they kill the burnt offering before the LORD; it is a sin
offering. Then the priest shall take some of the blood of the sin offering with his finger and put it on the
horns of the altar of burnt offering and pour out the rest of its blood at the base of the altar of burnt
offering. And all its fat he shall burn on the altar, like the fat of the sacrifice of peace offerings. So the
priest shall make atonement for him for his sin, and he shall be forgiven.

VII. Ignorance of God and salvation

A. There is no salvation outside Jesus Christ

Acts 4:12

And there is salvation in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by which
we must be saved.”

B. Believers have a responsibility to remove ignorance of the gospel

Romans 10:14-17
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How then will they call on him in whom they have not believed? And how are they to believe in him of
whom they have never heard? And how are they to hear without someone preaching? And how are they
to preach unless they are sent? As it is written, “How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the good
news!” But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Isaiah says, “Lord, who has believed what he has
heard from us?” So faith comes from hearing, and hearing through the word of Christ.

VIII. Ignorance and God’s judgment

A. The justice of God in salvation

Genesis 18:25

Far be it from you to do such a thing, to put the righteous to death with the wicked, so that the righteous
fare as the wicked! Far be that from you! Shall not the Judge of all the earth do what is just?”

B. God’s judgment falls on all who do not know him

2 Thessalonians 1:8-10

of the Lord and from the glory of his might, when he comes on that day to be glorified in his saints, and to
be marveled at among all who have believed, because our testimony to you was believed.

C. God’s judgment falls severely on those who choose to disobey him

On those who have heard the gospel:

Acts 17:29-31
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Being then God’s offspring, we ought not to think that the divine being is like gold or silver or stone, an
image formed by the art and imagination of man. The times of ignorance God overlooked, but now he
commands all people everywhere to repent, because he has fixed a day on which he will judge the
world in righteousness by a man whom he has appointed; and of this he has given assurance to all by
raising him from the dead.”

For since the message declared by angels proved to be reliable, and every transgression or
disobedience received a just retribution, how shall we escape if we neglect such a great salvation? It
