a mind to work. 

I.  Work amid Obstacles and Ridicule 

Nehemiah 4:1–3 ESV 

1 Now when Sanballat heard that we were building the wall, he was angry and greatly enraged, 

and he jeered at the Jews. 2 And he said in the presence of his brothers and of the army of 

Samaria, “What are these feeble Jews doing? Will they restore it for themselves? Will they 

sacrifice? Will they finish up in a day? Will they revive the stones out of the heaps of 
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rubbish, and burned ones at that?” 3 Tobiah the Ammonite was beside him, and he said, “Yes, 

what they are building—if a fox goes up on it he will break down their stone wall!” 

Matthew 10:22 ESV 

22 and you will be hated by all for my name’s sake. But the one who endures to the end will be 

saved.

all times, you may abound in every good work.

III. Work as unto the Lord 

Ephesians 6:5–9 ESV 

5 Bondservants, obey your earthly masters with fear and trembling, with a sincere heart, as 

you would Christ, 6 not by the way of eye-service, as people-pleasers, but as bondservants of 

Christ, doing the will of God from the heart, 7 rendering service with a good will as to the Lord 

and not to man, 8 knowing that whatever good anyone does, this he will receive back 
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from the Lord, whether he is a bondservant or is free. 9 Masters, do the same to them, and 

stop your threatening, knowing that he who is both their Master and yours is in heaven, and 

that there is no partiality with him. 

1 Corinthians 10:31 ESV 

31 So, whether you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God. 

Colossians 3:23–24 ESV 

23 Whatever you do, work heartily, as for the Lord and not for men, 24 knowing that from the 

Lord you will receive the inheritance as your reward. You are serving the Lord Christ.
