SERMON TEXT

MATTHEW 1:18–25 (NIV)

▸18 This is how the birth of Jesus the Messiah came about: 
His mother Mary was pledged to be married to Joseph, 
but before they came together, she was found to be 
pregnant through the Holy Spirit. 19 Because Joseph her 
husband was faithful to the law, and yet did not want to 
expose her to public disgrace, he had in mind to divorce 
her quietly.

▸20 But after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord 
appeared to him in a dream and said, “Joseph son of 
David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife, 
because what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. 
21 She will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the 
name Jesus,  because he will save his people from their 
sins.”

▸22 All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said 
through the prophet: 23 “The virgin will conceive and give 
birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel”  (which 
means “God with us”).

▸24 When Joseph woke up, he did what the angel of the 
Lord had commanded him and took Mary home as his 
wife. 25 But he did not consummate their marriage until 
she gave birth to a son. And he gave him the name Jesus.

▸Complete Savior 

▸Hebrews 7:25 (NIV) — 25 Therefore he is able to save 
completely those who come to God through him, because 
he always lives to intercede for them.

9:26–28 ; 1 Jn 1:9 ; Jud 24

▸ Savior of the World 

▸ John 4:42 (NIV) — 42 They said to the woman, “We no 
longer believe just because of what you said; now we have 
heard for ourselves, and we know that this man really is the 
Savior of the world.”

HE SAVES THROUGH HIS GRACE

▸ Saves by His death 

▸1 Peter 1:18–19 (NIV) — 18 For you know that it was not with 
perishable things such as silver or gold that you were redeemed 
from the empty way of life handed down to you from your 
ancestors, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, a lamb 
without blemish or defect. 

▸ also Mt 20:28 ; Lk 24:45–47 ; Jn 1:29 ; Jn 1:36 ; Jn 10:15 ; Jn 
10:17–18 ; 1 Co 1:18 ; Re 7:10



DO YOU BELIEVE IN THE SAVIOR?

HE SAVES THROUGH HIS GRACE

▸ Saves by His Resurrection life  

▸1 Peter 3:21 (NIV) — 21 and this water symbolizes baptism 
that now saves you also—not the removal of dirt from the 
body but the pledge of a clear conscience toward God. It 
saves you by the resurrection of Jesus Christ, 

▸ also Ro 5:10 ; 2 Ti 1:10



DO YOU BELIEVE IN THE SAVIOR?

HE SAVES THROUGH HIS GRACE

▸ Saves by His Coming Again 

▸Philippians 3:20 (NIV) — 20 But our citizenship is in heaven. 
And we eagerly await a Savior from there, the Lord Jesus 
Christ, 

▸ also Tt 2:13; Heb 9:28; 1 Pe 1:5



DO YOU BELIEVE IN THE SAVIOR?

HE SAVES THROUGH HIS GRACE

▸ Saves by Defeating Satan 

▸1 John 3:8 (NIV) — 8 The one who does what is sinful is of 
the devil, because the devil has been sinning from the 
beginning. The reason the Son of God appeared was to 
destroy the devil’s work. 

▸ also Jn 13:31; Jn 16:11; Heb 2:14; Re 2:10–11

▸ Saves for Eternal Life 

▸ John 6:40 (NIV) — 40 For my Father’s will is that everyone 
who looks to the Son and believes in him shall have eternal 
life, and I will raise them up at the last day.”
