False Prophets in the OT
| acked True Vision

e Jeremiah 14:14 (NIV) —

prophesying to you false visions, divinations, idolatries
and the delusions of their own minds.




False Prophets in the OT
| acked True Vision

e Jeremiah 23:16 (NIV) —

* 10 This is what the Lord Almighty says: "Do not listen to
what the prophets are prophesying to you; they fill you
with false hopes. They speak visions from their own
minds, not from the mouth of the Lord.




False Prophets in the OT
| acked True Vision

e Lamentations 2:14 (NIV) —

* 14 The visions of your prophets were talse and
worthless; they did not expose your sin to ward off your
captivity. The prophecies they gave you were false and
misleading.




G False Prophets in the OT
| acked True Vision

o Ezekiel 7:26 (NIV) — 26 Calamity upon calamity will
come, and rumor upon rumor. They will go searching
for a vision from the prophet, priestly instruction in the
law will cease, the counsel of the elders will come to an
end.
