Fear and Repentance

Acts 19:13-20 (ESV)

3 Then some of the itinerant Jewish exorcists undertook to invoke the name of the Lord Jesus over those who had evil spirits, saying,
“l adjure you by the Jesus whom Paul proclaims.” 14 Seven sons of a Jewish high priest named Sceva were doing this. 1° But the evil
spirit answered them, “Jesus | know, and Paul | recognize, but who are you?” 6 And the man in whom was the evil spirit leaped on
them, mastered all of them and overpowered them, so that they fled out of that house naked and wounded. " And this became
known to all the residents of Ephesus, both Jews and Greeks. And fear fell upon them all, and the name of the Lord Jesus was
extolled. 18 Also many of those who were now believers came, confessing and divulging their practices. 1° And a number of those
who had practiced magic arts brought their books together and burned them in the sight of all. And they counted the value of them
and found it came to fifty thousand pieces of silver. 2° So the word of the Lord continued to increase and prevail mightily.
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Do not assume or play with your salvation but move with fear in repentance toward the salvation of the Lord.
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I. Don’t Assume
Acts 8:18-22 ESV

18 Now when Simon saw that the Spirit was given through the laying on of the apostles’ hands, he offered

them money, *° saying, “Give me this power also, so that anyone on whom | lay my hands may receive the
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Holy Spirit.” 2° But Peter said to him, “May your silver perish with you, because you thought you could obtain
the gift of God with money! %! You have neither part nor lot in this matter, for your heart is not right before
God. 22 Repent, therefore, of this wickedness of yours, and pray to the Lord that, if possible, the intent of your
heart may be forgiven you.
