A. To Evangelize

B. To Educate/ Edify

C. Satan may contaminate the church, but he cannot destroy it.

A. Cults

Matthew 24:24 ESV

24 For false christs and false prophets will arise and perform great signs and wonders, so as to
lead astray, if possible, even the elect.
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B. Complaining
Jude 16 ESV

16 These are grumblers, malcontents, following their own sinful desires; they are loud-
mouthed boasters, showing favoritism to gain advantage.

C. Confusion
2 Corinthians 12:20 ESV

20 For | fear that perhaps when | come | may find you not as | wish, and that you may find me
not as you wish—that perhaps there may be quarreling, jealousy, anger, hostility, slander,
gossip, conceit, and disorder.

D. Carnality
1 Corinthians 3:1 ESV

1 But I, brothers, could not address you as spiritual people, but as people of the flesh, as
infants in Christ.

Romans 8:7 ESV

’ For the mind that is set on the flesh is hostile to God, for it does not submit to God’s law;
indeed, it cannot.

E. Complacency
Matthew 24:12 ESV

12 And because lawlessness will be increased, the love of many will grow cold.
