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The whole counsel of God is the Grace needed for mankind as we proclaim the Kingdom which has come to earth.
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Acts 20:22-27 ESV

22 And now, behold, | am going to Jerusalem, constrained by the Spirit, not knowing what will happen to me
there, 23 except that the Holy Spirit testifies to me in every city that imprisonment and afflictions await me. 2*
But | do not account my life of any value nor as precious to myself, if only | may finish my course and the
ministry that | received from the Lord Jesus, to testify to the gospel of the grace of God. %> And now, behold, |
know that none of you among whom | have gone about proclaiming the kingdom will see my face again. 2°
Therefore | testify to you this day that | am innocent of the blood of all, 27 for | did not shrink from declaring to
you the whole counsel of God.

God’s Grace in Human Weaknesses

2 Corinthians 12:8-9 ESV
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8 Three times | pleaded with the Lord about this, that it should leave me. ° But he said to me, “My grace is
sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness.” Therefore | will boast all the more gladly of my
weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may rest upon me.
