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l. "View #1" EXPLAINED

A. STATED BRIEFLY, THIS VIEW TEACHES THE FOLLOWING...

1. When we die...

a. Our body returns to the dust
b. Our soul / spirits go to Hades, the realm of the "unseen"

2. This realm of departed souls/ spirits (i.e., Hades) is divided into three parts...
a. Paradise, the place of rest for the righteous

b. Tartarus, the place of torment for the wicked
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c. And a Gulf, separating the two
3. During this interim period between death and the resurrection, the righteous...
a. Are separated from God and Christ

b. For God and Christ are "in heaven", and Paradise is in Hades, not heaven

B. SCRIPTURAL JUSTIFICATION FOR THIS VIEW...
Luke 16:22-26

22 The poor man died and was carried by the angels to Abraham’s side. The rich man also died and was
buried, 22 and in Hades, being in torment, he lifted up his eyes and saw Abraham far off and Lazarus at his
side. 2* And he called out, ‘Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus to dip the end of his
finger in water and cool my tongue, for | am in anguish in this flame.” 2> But Abraham said, ‘Child,
remember that you in your lifetime received your good things, and Lazarus in like manner bad things; but
now he is comforted here, and you are in anguish. 26 And besides all this, between us and you a great
chasm has been fixed, in order that those who would pass from here to you may not be able, and none
may cross from there to us.’

Luke 23:43
43 And he said to him, “Truly, | say to you, today you will be with me in paradise.”
John 20:17

17 Jesus said to her, “Do not cling to me, for | have not yet ascended to the Father; but go to my brothers and
say to them, ‘l am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God.” ”

Acts 2:29-35

29 “Brothers, | may say to you with confidence about the patriarch David that he both died and was buried,
and his tomb is with us to this day. 3° Being therefore a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an
oath to him that he would set one of his descendants on his throne, 3! he foresaw and spoke about the
resurrection of the Christ, that he was not abandoned to Hades, nor did his flesh see corruption. 32 This Jesus
God raised up, and of that we all are witnesses. 33 Being therefore exalted at the right hand of God, and having
received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, he has poured out this that you yourselves are seeing
and hearing. 3* For David did not ascend into the heavens, but he himself says, “ ‘The Lord said to my Lord, “Sit
at my right hand, 3° until | make your enemies your footstool.” ’

a. Concerning Christ...
1) His soul was not to be left in Hades (the realm of the dead, which included Paradise)

2) But after His resurrection Jesus ascended to the right hand of God (i.e., Heaven)
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b. Concerning David...

1) Surely he went to Paradise (in Hades) when he died, as did Abraham, Lazarus, and the thief on the
cross

2) But note that Peter said "David did not ascend into the heavens" (Ac 2:34)
John 20:17

3 Then one of the elders addressed me,
saying, “Who are these, clothed in white robes, and from where have they come?” 4| said to him, “Sir,
you know.” And he said to me, “These are the ones coming out of the great tribulation. They have
washed their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb. 1> “Therefore they are before the
throne of God, and serve him day and night in his temple; and he who sits on the throne will shelter
them with his presence. ® They shall hunger no more, neither thirst anymore; the sun shall not strike
them, nor any scorching heat. 17 For the Lamb in the midst of the throne will be their shepherd, and he
will guide them to springs of living water, and God will wipe away every tear from their eyes.”

1. "View #2" EXPLAINED
Hebrews 9:11-15

11 But when Christ appeared as a high priest of the good things that have come, then through the
greater and more perfect tent (not made with hands, that is, not of this creation) 2 he entered once
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for all into the holy places, not by means of the blood of goats and calves but by means of his own
blood, thus securing an eternal redemption. 3 For if the blood of goats and bulls, and the sprinkling of
defiled persons with the ashes of a heifer, sanctify for the purification of the flesh, ** how much more
will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without blemish to God, purify
our conscience from dead works to serve the living God. 1°> Therefore he is the mediator of a new
covenant, so that those who are called may receive the promised eternal inheritance, since a death has
occurred that redeems them from the transgressions committed under the first covenant.

Hebrews 9:23-26

23 Thus it was necessary for the copies of the heavenly things to be purified with these rites, but the
heavenly things themselves with better sacrifices than these. 2% For Christ has entered, not into holy
places made with hands, which are copies of the true things, but into heaven itself, now to appear in
the presence of God on our behalf. 2> Nor was it to offer himself repeatedly, as the high priest enters
the holy places every year with blood not his own, 26 for then he would have had to suffer repeatedly
since the foundation of the world. But as it is, he has appeared once for all at the end of the ages to
put away sin by the sacrifice of himself.
