People often want to hear what pleases them, instead of the truth. 

2 Timothy 2:16–18 (ESV) 

16 But avoid irreverent babble, for it will lead people into more and 
more                                  , 17 and their talk will spread like gangrene. Among them are 
Hymenaeus and Philetus, 18 who have swerved from the                , saying that the 
resurrection has already happened. They are upsetting the faith of some. 
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False teachers spread false information about existing facts in order to produce 
confusion. 

Acts 20:28–30 ESV 
28 Pay careful attention to yourselves and to all the flock, in which the Holy Spirit has 
made you overseers, to care for the church of God, which he obtained with his own 
blood. 29 I know that after my departure fierce wolves will come in among you, not 
sparing the flock; 30 and from among your own selves will arise men speaking twisted 
things, to draw away the disciples after them.
